Sample itinerary : 

Day 01  _______ / Osaka     (Shabu Shabu Dinner)  

Upon your arrival at Kansai International Airport and after clearing customs, our local representative will be waiting there to welcome you 

and start the Osaka city tour include the 【Osaka Castle】situated in the center of Osaka, followed by the 【Umeda Sky Building 

Observatory】, thereafter we will do a little shopping at 【Shinsaibashi】- The Shinsaibashi is the largest shopping area in Osaka where 

many boutiques and specialty shops are gathered, attracting local people and visitors. Continue to 【Dotonbori】 - it is one of the main 

tourist destinations in Osaka, running along the Dōtonbori canal from Dōtonboribashi Bridge to Nipponbashi Bridge in the Namba district of 

the city's Chuo ward. It used to be a theater district, and now it is a popular nightlife and entertainment area characterized by its 

eccentric atmosphere and large illuminated signboards. 

 

Day 02  Osaka / Kyoto     (Breakfast, Japanese Lunch, Japanese Dinner) 

After breakfast, travel to Kyoto to visit 【Kiyomizudera】 - locate east part of Kyoto. The temple was founded in 778 and it is also the 

oldest temple in Kyoto. It was destroyed and rebuilt several times. The temple was also listed as a UNESCO World Heritage Site in year 

1994. Thereafter proceed to the 【Kingakuji】 - Formally known as “Rokuonji”. It is a Zen temple in northern Kyoto which the top two 

floors are completely covered in gold leaf. In the afternoon, we will visit the Fushimi Inari Taisya the head shrine of God Inari. The 

highlight of the shrine is the rows of torii gates, known as Senbon torii. The custom to donate a torii started to spread since the Edo 

period (1603 – 1868) to get a wish to become true or to thank for a wish that became true. Along the main path there are around 1,000 torii 

gates. 

 

Day 03  Kyoto / Tateyama Kurobe Alpine   (Breakfast, Japanese Lunch, Hotel Dinner) 

The Tateyama Kurobe Alpine Route is known as the “Roof of Japan”. The route passes through the dynamic scenery of Mt. Tateyama in the 

Japan Alps. You will travel using 6 different type of transportation starting from 1. Tateyama Station → Bijodaira by Tatemaya cable car (7 

mininutes), 2. Bijodaira→ Murudo by Highland Bus (50 minutes), 3. Murudo→ Daikanbo by Tunnel Trolley Bus (10 minutes), 4.Daikanbo→  

Kurobedaira by ropeway (7 minutes), 5. Kurobedaira →  Lake Kurobe by subway (5 minutes), 6. Lake Kurobe → Kurobe Dam (15 minutes walk), 

7. Kurobe Dam →  Ogizawa by train (16 minutes). The elevation change of 2400 meters from Toyama Prefecture to Nagano Prefecture and 

the magnificent “snow wall” making it one of Japan's most scenic nature wonder. 

 

Day 04  Tateyama Kurobe Alpine / Nara / Kobe / Osaka (Breakfast, Japanese Lunch, BBQ Dinner) 

After breakfast, depart to Nara - the capital city of Nara Prefecture located in the Kansai region of Japan. Upon arrival visit the【 Nara 

Park】- it is the home to hundreds of freely roaming deer. Roaming deer believed by Shinto are the messengers of the gods. There are 

nearly 1200 deer at Nara have become the symbol of the city and have even been designated as a natural treasure. Then continue our 

journey to 【Todaiji】－it is one of Japan's most famous and historically significant temples and a landmark of Nara. The temple was listed 

as UNESCO World Heritage Site as one of the "Historic Monuments of Ancient Nara". Thereafter, we continue our journey to 【Kobe】. It 

is known for its signature marbled beef and scenic setting of mountains framing the harbour. You will visit the China Town, Sannomiya 

Shopping Street and the Meriken Park. 



 

 

 
 
 

Day 05  Osaka / Wakayama / Osaka   (Breakfast, Japanese Dinner) 

After breakfast, travel to Wakayama to visit the Toretore market which offers a variety of local products, including fresh seafood, 

locally-brewed spirits and umeboshi (salt-pickled ume.) Feel free to stroll through the market while sampling products. The market includes 

an Eat-in Corner as well as a Barbecue Corner where you can prepare and cook foods you buy at the market. Then continue to visit 

Shirahama coast which include the Sandambeki Rock Cliff, Senjojiki Rock Formation and Engetsu Island - a small, uninhabited islet standing 

off the Shirahama coast whose unique feature is a full moon-shaped circle.
